Spring/Early Summer Produce:

e Mid to late April — arugula, asparagus, lettuce, plants, radish, salad mix, spinach,
scallions, mushrooms.

e Early to mid-May — asparagus, brussels sprouts, lettuce, scallions, spinach, radish.

e Mid to late May — brussels sprouts, arugula, gooseberries, collards, onions, peas,
rhubarb, lettuce, scallions, spinach.

e Early to mid-June — cauliflower, arugula, collards, green onions, kohlrabi, rhubarb,
turnips, endive, gooseberries, apricots, arugula, bok choy, cherries.

e Mid to late June — apricots, beets, cabbage, carrots, cauliflower, cherries, kohlrabi,
strawberries, broccoli, potatoes, turnips, chard.

e Early to mid-July — apricots, beets, broccoli, blueberries, carrots, cauliflower, summer
squash, chard, tomatoes, elderberry, fennel, broccoli, leeks, bok choy, cantaloupe,
cabbage, cucumbers, eggplant, nectarines, peaches, pears, peppers, plums, potatoes,
raspberries, strawberries, honey, kohlrabi, turnip.
